The standard trap is
constructed with 3/8" AR500 steel plate and a 2" thick Dura-Panel™ protective facing. This trap defeats rifle rounds up to .223/5.56 mm. If the
intended round to be used is the US Army 5.56 M1855 Green Tip, Range Systems recommends upgrading the steel plate to 5/8" or upgrading
to the Portable Encapsulator™. 68"h x 56"w x 30"d.

The rubber product is compressed at
a minimum of 3,000 pounds per square inch, achieving
a minimum density of 49 pounds per cubic foot.

This patent also specifies Range Systems’ exclusive right
to use natural latex in the process of manufacturing
its rubber products. The latex component gives our
ballistic rubber a self-healing characteristic which
increases its effectiveness in eliminating ricochet and
bullet splatter, while enhancing its durability and its
ability to capture airborne lead particles.
